As  the
artistic director, Sean Cercone states:

We (the creative team) have to understand that when the
audience comes to see the show, you are entering with a
certain  expectation  of  what  you  are  going  to  see  and
experience. THIS IS ONE OF THE MOST IMPORTANT ISSUES IN
DEVELOPING THIS SHOW FOR THE CAROUSEL STAGE.

Indeed,  there  have  to  be  very  few  people  with  access  to
television,  movie  screen,  or  books  who  have  before  never
encountered the fantasy created by Lyman Frank Baum and first
published in 1900. As with any high profile and well-known
work, audience expectations will be enormous.
